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· In these two studies, we demonstrate in a large cohort of patients’ mono-infected with HCV and treated with INF-Ribavirin, from ERCHIVES (Electronically Retrieved Cohort of HCV Infected Veterans), the concomitant use of stains showed a significant decrease in the two major fears of chronic HCV, cirrhosis and liver cancer. Furthermore, the major effects were demonstrated with the use of fluvastatin and atorvastatin.
