I have the skills and dedication to successful learn from and execute novel observational research if given the opportunity to partake in the CKiD data workship. Throughout my career I have had a focus on public health outreach and more recently my experiences in residency created an added interest in quality improvement and medical education. My experience while studying in Pune, India during my undergraduate education focused on public health courses lead by local experts in the field and my final project for the course ended with a systematic evaluation of an outreach measure initiated by the NGO Network of Maharastra People with HIV (NMP+). Over the span of six months, I performed structured interviews with the help of an interpreter, analyzed common themes in my collected data, and ultimately modified the program to make it more sustainable and to better reallocate funding. In medical school I helped implement nutrition learning modules geared towards elementary school children and created positive attitudes towards nutrition and physical activity through an outreach program called Team Kid Power (prior name Team KIPOW). My additional focus on medical education and quality improvement have lead me to help develop a physical diagnosis curriculum for medical students, create changes in residency formal didactics that have resulted in improved resident engagement and overall preparedness for pediatric boards and helped create a wellness curriculum for the pediatric residency program at Kaiser Permanente Northern California.
