I am the Director of Trainee Experience at the Palo Alto VA and a Professor of Medicine at Stanford.  I have received funding by institutes at the NIH (including R01, R24 and K24 [twice] and Broad Agency Announcement mechanisms), AHRQ (R18) and the Commonwealth Fund to perform clinical investigations and develop platforms for clinical projects that improves health outcomes.  Over the past 29 years I have been a faculty member at UCSF (25 years) and at Stanford (4 years) and I have mentored more than 100 early career faculty, post-doctoral fellows, medical residents and medical students.  For this application, I will be the site principal investigator for this project.  I agree to supervise the project, mentor members of the project team, create the study protocol, consult with others on the protocol and write the Human Subjects Consent document.  I will conduct a weekly project meeting with core members and will work with a data safety monitoring committee that I will constitute for this project.
