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A. Personal Statement
As an academic cardiovascular surgeon I have focused in the fields of valve disease/repair and thoracic aortic diseases and their treatment for over 32 years at Stanford, including forming the multi-disciplinary Stanford University Center for Marfan Syndrome and Related Connective Tissue Disorders in 1988, developing better surgical approaches for patients with acute aortic dissections, pioneering the use of thoracic aortic endovascular stent-grafts (TEVAR) in 1992, and refining techniques of valve-sparing aortic root replacement (V-SARR) since 1993.  I am a member of the National Marfan Foundation (NMF) Professional Advisory Board and participated in the design and conduct of the NMF-sponsored Aortic Valve Operative Outcomes in Marfan Patients Study (AVOOMP), which Stanford has participated in since its inception in 2005 and along with the Mayo Clinic has enrolled the most patients in AVVOMP.  The current NIH application will extend this study to determine and compare outcomes after both types of aortic root replacement in patients with the Marfan syndrome.  I am currently also the Stanford PI and on the Executive Committee of the Edwards PARTNER percutaneous AVR pivotal randomized trial, and has been the PI of VA randomized valve trials in the past.  I also have a 27-year track record as PI of NIH funded RO1 research grants involving basic experimental laboratory work in the field of cardiac mechanics, LV physiology, mitral valve disorders, and better treatment methods for ischemic mitral regurgitation.
