Research Interests

As a collaborator in clinical  neuroradiological  studies,  Dr. Lane’s research interests include head and neck tumors and vascular malformations, spine and spinal cord disease, interventional  neuroradiology,  dementias, traumatic brain injuries, demyelinating conditions,  and  anatomic correlations with neurologic disease.   Dr. Lane initiated Stanford University Hospital’s interventional neuroradiology program, which utilizes innovative techniques and the latest technology to treat complex brain and spinal cord vascular problems.  He is a recognized expert in vertebroplasty,  a treatment  for vertebral compression fractures in which a cement-like substance is injected into the fracture for stabilization and pain relief.  He regularly performs spinal interventions and has participated in numerous research investigations of carotid stenting  at the PAVA.  

Professional Activities

Dr. Lane served as Program Director for Stanford’s Radiology Residency from 1988-1995 and has been a member of the Residency Selection Committee from 1988 to 2008;  during this 20-year span he personally interviewed all prospective Radiology  resident candidates.  He also served as Chief of  Neuroradiology at Stanford from 1991 – 1998, and Chief of Radiology at PAVA from 2000-2004; he now divides his time between the VA Palo Alto Medical Center and Stanford. Both within and outside of Stanford, he has been a guest lecturer in diagnostic and interventional  neuroradiology  at  over 100 medical symposia,  has made numerous scientific presentations and has authored or co-authored over 90 scientific articles and chapters for scientific texts.  He is a regular manuscript  reviewer  for the American  Journal of Neuroradiology and  the American Journal of Roentgenology,  and is a regular Oral Boards examiner for the American Board of Radiology.
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
