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Dr. Tompkins is the Lucy Becker Professor of Medicine (Infectious Diseases) and Chief of the Division of Infectious Diseases and Geographic Medicine at Stanford University School of Medicine.  She is also Professor of Microbiology and Immunology, and Pathology. She received her M.D. from Dartmouth Medical School and her Ph.D. from Georgetown University. She completed her medicine residency at Dartmouth-Hitchcock Medical Center, Hanover, NH, and at the University of Washington, Seattle, WA. She completed her infectious diseases postdoctoral fellowship and a clinical microbiology postdoctoral fellowship at the University of Washington. She is board certified in Internal Medicine. Dr. Tompkins is the Medical Director of the Hospital Epidemiology and Infection Control Program at Stanford Hospitals and Clinics and was formerly the Medical Director of the Clinical Microbiology/Virology Laboratory. She has joint appointments in the Department of Microbiology and Immunology and Pathology.

Dr. Tompkins served on the Board of Directors of IDSA for 9 years as Councillor and as the Secretary/Treasurer of for 6 years.  She was the Chair of the first IDSA stand-alone annual meeting program committee and was the co-founder and co-chair of the Committee on Professional Development.  She is an Associate Editor of Clinical Infectious Diseases. She is a Fellow of the American Association for the Advancement of Science, the American Academy of Microbiology, and a Member of the American Association of Physicians and the Western Association of Physicians. She has been  a member of several national committees, including the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices, CDC. She has published over 100 articles and book chapters. Her areas of research include the cellular, molecular, and genetic basis of pathogenicity and host-pathogen interactions of Helicobacter pylori and clinical and molecular epidemiology of nosocomial infections. Dr. Tompkins has been a faculty member at Stanford for 20 years and has more than 24 years of clinical experience in infectious diseases and diagnostic microbiology. During that time she has mentored more than 25 graduate and postdoctoral students. 
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
