Dr. Rassbach is passionate about teaching and mentoring multiple levels of learners through bedside teaching, direct instruction, facilitating discussions, coaching, mentoring and role-modeling. She has studied and disseminated her work on diverse medical education topics. Her scholarship has impacted other residency programs around the country who have since started Coaching Programs modeled after Stanford’s. In addition, her work in fellowship education has influenced other institutions’ fellowship program development and has led to ACGME’s initial accreditation of Pediatric Hospital Medicine fellowship programs. Her current scholarship focuses on learning environment, competency-based training, and health care communication.
