Teaching and Mentoring
Teaching Narrative:

I give one lecture monthly to residents rotating through the adolescent and young adult medicine service. Currently, my lectures include i) diagnosis of substance use disorders, ii) contraception, iii) menstrual disorders, and iv) eating disorders. In addition, I am currently leading the roll-out of addiction medicine services in the Adolescent and Young Adult Medicine primary care clinic and inpatient consultative service. 
In fellowship, I co-led the roll out of medication abortion services in adolescent primary care clinic. My mentors and I received an Innovations Funding in Education (IFE) grant to help support pediatric trainee education on this topic. We presented a workshop at the Pediatric Academic Societies meeting in 2023 to educate general pediatricians and adolescent medicine providers about provision of medication abortion in primary care and will present again at PAS 2024 on barriers and facilitators to the rapid implementation of medication abortions in our clinic. We also developed online modules and lead a two-hour workshop once monthly with rotating residents and nurse practitioner trainees. We are in the process of scaling the curriculum for national implementation at adolescent medicine training programs in two other states. We have submitted our curriculum to MedEdPortal.
In residency, I co-developed an anti-bias workshop with the objective to teach learners to identify and remove stigmatizing language from written and spoken communication. This publication was published in MedEdPortal and was identified as one of the top 10 most downloaded publications of MedEdPortal in 2021.

Research and Creative Activities
Research Narrative:

My long-term career objective is to inform and develop public health policies and primary care and community-based interventions to prevent and treat adolescent substance use. My early focused more broadly on clinical interventions to promote adolescent mental health. After starting residency, I was struck by the high levels of childhood adversity and unmet mental health needs I saw in my US-based clinic. I became interested in primary care interventions to improve pediatric mental health care. I subsequently completed a research project exploring the impact of two mental health trainings for pediatric providers. One key finding was the need for greater training on screening, recognition, and treatment of Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACEs). This research led to oral and poster presentations at Stanford Department of Pediatrics Research Day and PAS, respectively, for which I was awarded the Hugh O’Brodovich Excellence in Scholarship Award.
In fellowship, my research consisted of two branches. First, building off my work in residency in advancing adolescent mental health, I focused on ACEs, resilience frameworks, and adolescent health under the mentorship of Jason Nagata, M.D. So far, I have leveraged data from the Adolescent Brain Cognitive Development (ABCD) study, the largest prospective study of adolescent development to date, to explore associations between ACEs and adolescent health and health behaviors. This work has resulted in five first author (JAMA Network Open, Academic Pediatrics, BMC Public Health, Journal of Eating Disorders) and nine co-author publications (Public Health Nutrition, Journal of Adolescence, Academic Pediatrics, Preventative Medicine Reports, among others), one first-author manuscript in revision (Journal of Adolescent Health). Building upon this foundation, Dr. Nagata (principal investigator) and I (co-investigator) were awarded a grant from the California Collaborative for Pandemic Recovery and Readiness Research (CRP3) to investigate associations between ACEs, resilience factors, and adolescent mental health during the pandemic. I was also awarded the Loan Repayment Program (LRP) Award through the Pediatric Research LRP from the National Institute of Mental Health for this work. 
Second, weaving together my long-term interests in adolescent mental health and implementing clinical interventions, in my third year of fellowship and as an Assistant Professor at Stanford University, I am now focused on addressing one of the most critical adolescent mental and physical health crises of the current era, the rising rate of adolescent opioid overdoses. In this newest branch of my research, I am focused on how we can implement clinic and community-based interventions to decrease adolescent opioid use disorders and limit opioid overdose risk. I am a co-investigator on qualitative project exploring facilitators, barriers, and health services preferences for starting and continuing medication for opioid use disorder (OUD) among adolescents and young adults desiring treatment for OUD. Our findings will be presented as a poster presentations at Pediatric Academic Societies and the Society of Adolescent Health and Medicine in spring, 2025. Additionally, under mentorship from Drs. Jonathan Klein and Bonnie Halpern-Felscher, I was awared the Maternal and Child Health Research Institute (MCHRI) Community Engaged Research to Promote Health Equity (CERPHE) Pilot Grant to investigate perceptions of fentanyl and opioid overdose prevention education among adolescents, parents, teachers, and school-based health center providers. I also plan to submit a K12 application to expland upon this work by using this information to develop and pilot a Youth Overdose Prevention Toolkit for School-Based Health Providers.

Enhancing Pediatric Providers Competency in Perceptions of Fentanyl and Opioid Overdose Prevention Education: What do Adolescents, Parents, Teachers, and School-Based Health Center Providers Understand and Recommend?
Adolescents are dying from drug overdoses at unprecedented rates, with American Indian/Alaskan Native, Latine, and low-income adolescents at the highest risk. Fentanyl contamination in the drug supply is responsible for 3 out of 4 of these deaths, with adolescents often unaware that lethal doses of fentanyl are present in many counterfeit pills (e.g., oxycodone, alprazolam/Xanax). To combat this trend, California law recently mandated that drug education in schools include lessons on fentanyl overdose prevention. The REACH Lab’s new Fentanyl and Opioid Awareness and Overdose Prevention lesson uses a harm reduction approach, focusing on reducing injury or death from fentanyl and other opioids without exclusively recommending abstinence; this approach is evidence-based and critical to saving lives. However, it is unknown how fentanyl overdose prevention lessons with harm reduction messages are received by key stakeholders (adolescents, parents, teachers, and School-Based Health Center providers [SBHC]) from diverse cultural and socioeconomic backgrounds. 

In collaboration with the California School-Based Health Alliance (CSHA), the REACH Lab Youth Action Board (YAB), and my mentors Drs. Klein and Halpern-Felscher, I will gather key groups’ input through focus groups with adolescents, parents, teachers, and SBHC providers on their (1) knowledge of fentanyl and its risks and (2) perceptions of and recommended improvements in opioid and fentanyl overdose prevention lessons and harm reduction messages. Results from the focus groups will inform the revision of the REACH Lab’s overdose prevention messaging, and these refined lessons will be disseminated through infographics, social media and press releases.
