My career goal is to improve the health and lives of children with liver disease by making meaningful scientific contributions in the field of transplant hepatology that impact clinical care and improve outcomes for this patient population. My research interests lie at the intersection of the heart and the liver, specifically for Fontan associated liver disease and indications for combined heart-liver transplantation and support of our growing international referral program for patients with Alagille syndrome and their complex heart and liver needs. I remain committed to eliminating health disparities for children with liver disease at both an institutional and national level as Director the Policy in the Office of Child Health Equity at Stanford University. I currently have 3 primary research interests that I am actively engaged in: 
1. Understanding which patients with Fontan associated liver disease will require combined heart-liver transplantation vs. heart transplantation alone. I am an invited speaker for the 2023 American Transplant Congress (ATC) to discuss indications for combined heart liver transplant. 
2. Improving the pre-surgical (cardiothoracic or liver transplant) evaluation of patients with Alagille syndrome. Specifically, mitigating the peri- and post-operative risks of hemorrhage, liver failure and renal failure. I am an invited speaker for the 2023 International Pediatric Transplant Association (IPTA) conference on transplant considerations for children with Alagille Syndrome.
3. Eliminating racial and ethnic disparities in pediatric liver transplantation. I have led the Society of Pediatric Liver Transplantation (SPLIT) efforts in sponsoring a federal bill that would protect living donors and have an invited manuscript in process for the Journal of Pediatric Gastroenterology, Hepatology, and Nutrition (JPGN) on Health Equity considerations for our field.
