TEACHING NARRATIVE

The time spent in teaching medical students and residents on the medical service and in the medical resident clinic at the VA provide me with immense professional satisfaction.  I have spent years developing an approach to teaching that involves teaching the process of developing clinical judgment, disease pathogenesis, physical examination skills and presentation skills.  The experience of teaching the eager students and residents continues to thrill me as I remember my own experience on the medical service at UCSF as a student and resident.  I continue to teach medical students, interns and residents on the medical service at VAPAHCS and in the clinics at VAPAHCS.

MENTORING NARRATIVE

The project that may ultimately emerge as one of my most influential activities is the UCSF-GIVI CFAR Mentoring Program.  The comprehensive mentoring program is designed to facilitate successful growth and development of the next generation of HIV investigators engaged in a multidisciplinary translational research mission.  The mentoring pilot was based on three foundations activities:  one-on-one mentoring between mentees and selected senior non-supervising mentors; a seminar series featuring the practical advice to the mentors regarding critical tools for success in the UCSF academic enterprise and a large symposium that serves as an introduction to the UCSF research enterprise.  The pilot program has mentored 43 early career investigators and has involved more than twenty distinguished senior scientists at UCSF and the GIVI.  The mentoring program provided a model for the UCSF Clinical and Translational Science application’s mentoring section and provided a vital element in the recently submitted UCSF-GIVI CFAR application.  This work was supported by my first K24 award and was the key activity for a second competitive K24 award.  A new program we launched was a Mentoring the Mentors Program for CFAR Mentoring Program.  This was done to increase the number of well- trained senior mentors and to diversify the senior mentors available for the CFAR mentoring program. During the 2008-09 The CFAR Mentoring Program developed and implemented a "Mentoring for Mentors Program." It emphasized training and leadership development for current and future leaders of our HIV/AIDS research enterprise. The program concluded at the end of June 2009.  The workshops included:  Scientific Fraud and Misconduct; Role and Expectations of a Mentor; Conflict Resolution; Motivating and Coaching Your Team; Hiring for success.  At the end of the workshop series, the program supported a 360 Degree review for the mentors providing one-on-one review assessments. 

The Mentoring Development Program (MDP), developed within the CTSI, representing a new focus for my teaching and mentoring activities.  This project, launched with other mentoring leaders at UCSF including Mitch Feldman, Jeanette Brown, Joe Guglielmo, Richard Jordan, Kathryn Lee and Jeanine Wiener-Kronish helped train the next generation of mid-career translational scientists at UCSF.  This program is supported by the UCSF CTSI and receives funding as a core.  My involvement included contributing to the program’s development, helping to write the initial mentoring section of the grant. Since the launch of the program I have remained involved in the MDP program as an Assistant Director.  I lead the workshop “Understanding Economic and Fiscal Realities for Successful Academic Careers”.  It is one of the eight workshops and I attend other workshops and often present in the other workshops.  I also organized a programmatic review of the MDP experience in 2008 that helped shape the 2009 and 2010 MDP program.  I have also begun to plan for long-term evaluation of the mentoring activities as a focus of research. 

In 2012-14, at Stanford, I have organized the mentoring program for early career investigators and faculty members.  Working with Professor Linda Boxer, Senior Vice-Chair for the DOM, we organized and led a series of 10 workshops that have been well received.  This work is now supported by the Stanford CTSI.
