This grant will examine the following items: 

1. Examine provider perspectives on patient racial/ethnic perceptions and preferences regarding active surveillance. Via qualitative and quantitative surveys of providers in a population-based catchment area in California, we will focus on assessing their experiences regarding patient preferences for active surveillance, especially differences among racial/ethnic and socioeconomic status groups.

2. Examine the prevalence of and determinants of active surveillance among very low and low risk prostate cancer patients by race/ethnicity and socioeconomic status. We will focus on the contributions of patient-level and contextual determinants of active surveillance, using both qualitative and quantitative data.

3. Compare changes in patient reported outcomes by treatment (active surveillance versus definitive treatment), race/ethnicity, and socioeconomic status, and the contributions of patient and contextual factors on patient reported outcome changes. We will examine changes in patient reported outcomes over time via a longitudinal design of up to 3 survey time points, for up to 2 years following diagnosis.
