· “The Big Shift: Demographic and Social Change in America” This class uses the modes and methods of ethnographic analysis in an examination of changes in American society and culture. Topics explored include shifting demographics in the middle class, the working poor and the super wealthy, post-traumatic stress disorder among returning veterans from Afghanistan, white flight from suburbs to “whitopias”, modern agribusiness and the social life of food production and consumption, redemption and reintegration of former gang members in Los Angeles through non-profit employment enterprises.

APPENDIX
Recent Research
My current research employs the basic tenets of Indigenous Archaeology and Applied Anthropology to the colonial histories and contemporary lives of Native American communities in California, specifically in the San Francisco Bay Area. For a variety of reasons- some institutional, some methodological and some theoretical, a significant portion of the early colonial history of California has emphasized the missions as the center of scholarship, intellectual debate and fieldwork. Historically speaking, this has supported a pervasive mythology of extinction and invisibility for many California Indians. Using previously untranslated documents (currently over 600) from the Pueblo of San Jose California (among other databases), archaeological data from three and a half years of survey and excavation in the Santa Cruz Mountains, my recent scholarship details a reversal of the traditional narrative of California Indians as marginal populations- particularly in the Bay Area. Consultation with descendent communities (Indigenous, colonial and recent immigrant) reveals the complex ways in which the narratives of history shape public perceptions, policy decisions, media and scholarship relating to the Indigenous populations of California. Historical documents extending from the late eighteenth and late-nineteenth century expose a series of rebellions within the missions in which Native peoples used the foothills of the San Francisco Bay Area as a place of escape, refuge and eventually, employment. There are also several references to Native Peoples who never entered the missions. The scale and the length of time of this activity and movement have only recently been examined. I am hopeful that this research will help local tribes in their efforts to achieve public and possibly Federal recognition.  
Unfortunately for archaeologists, most of this “hinterlands” landscape had been privately held and unavailable for study. Over the past 30 years, the Midpeninsula Regional Open Space District has purchased much of this land (60,000 acres extending 70 miles). Recognizing the scale of this research, in 2013, I co-founded the Bay Area Cultural Landscape Research Group. Working in partnership with local descendent Indigenous populations, the Midpeninsula Regional Open Space District, California State Park Archaeologists as well as scholars from UC Berkeley, UC Santa Cruz, San Jose State, Santa Clara University and local community colleges, an integrated working group has been created that studies this “contemporary history” with a new sense of collaboration, giving rise to a new set of questions. This research project will serve as the basis for a monograph as well as journal articles. This is an extension of my previous research areas (in Hawaii and New Mexico) which include the following research interests:
